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The same scene Sunday 19th Oct 2008North, South, East & West of Scottsdale
the smoke was in the eyes and lungs.
The papers spoke of bushfires, spoke of arson and praised firefighters.



"Planned burn" had been added to the plaque. Someone had tried to scratch it off.
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The term ‘forestry burn’ did not appear in the newspaper articles. Someone has tried to
scratch it from the plaque at the lookout...

Tourists can not see for the smoke
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The tourists observe in disbelief. A family from Mauritius has already left – they thought it
must have been some sort of fog. They could not get their heads around the idea that the
‘Clean Green Tasmanie’ is a slash and burn island.

It was everywhere. It had begun with announcements the previous week. I saw the first of
these fires starting on Wednesday 15th Oct, afternoon, and like the lady who wrote to the
Examiner: ‘you could see the smoke coming up from new points in the bush as the afternoon
progressed’. Obviously, it reached its crescendo over the weekend ... for the time being...
